· Other organizations could sign on to letter. Expand to public – beyond “e-set.”

· Adopt legislation supporting the current policy of Cleveland Green Building Standard for residential incentives
· Support education around  and commitment to healthy, code-compliant housing

· City should link to energy efficiency resources i.e. Energy Yardstick

· Support code changes tied to incentives for buying new construction (since strong codes will add small upfront cost)

· Bank incentives

· Rebates (Ill example)

· Permit expediting
